4.  Principal’s Report – Bobbie Samilson

Questions have been raised about the new advisory period and how students were assigned to this period.  Students must have a GPA and CSI test scores that are at a minimum level. Board Orientation and Treasurer’s Report


Kim Jessop gave an explanation of what the new Pointer Association is what it does.  The Alumni Association was an early nonprofit organization set up to raise money for Alumni activities and student scholarships. The Point Loma Foundation was a nonprofit focused on raising money for academics.  These two groups, along with the nonprofit PL2000 (set up to raise funds for campus capital improvements) were all brought together in 1999 to form the PLHSFAA.  By now adding in the PTSA, with its group of parent volunteers, the newly formed Pointer Association (PA) incorporates the functions of all of these various programs. It is an umbrella organization that also oversees the Booster clubs.  The membership of the PA is composed of alumni, parents, students, volunteers and community members.  For the first 10 years after graduation, PLHS students are automatically members of the Pointer Association.  Since the PTSA has joined the Pointer Association, there no longer is an affiliation with the National PTA.  Therefore, procedures are being reviewed so that business is handled correctly.  


Priorities for the Pointer Association will be as follows:  digital classrooms, scholarships, athletics and gifts and grants.


Focus group discussions will be held on Tuesday, October 27 from 6-7:30pm at Kim Jessop’s home.  Tasks for these groups will be identified.  Aly Evans will be in charge of this group.


Kim Jessop gave an extensive explanation of the Pointer Association’s financial accounts.

6.  Gifts and Grants


Report given by Linda Pendleton. Several people have been working on updating the Gifts and Grants forms with new personnel information.  These forms should be up on the school website. Susan Blair spoke with the teacher representative and reviewed some of the new procedures the committee had discussed several weeks ago. The feeling was that the program would require $3,000 for the first half of the year and $3,000 for the second half of the year just in case some worthy grants come up later on in the year. The grants are going to be submitted to Leslie Rose directly and she is going to send them along to the committee to review.
